“Military Summer Camp for Hong Kong Youth” 2025
Summary

This circular memorandum invites secondary schools to nominate Secondary 1 to 5 students

to participate in the captioned summer camp.
Details

2. The “Military Summer Camp for Hong Kong Youth” (the Summer Camp) is jointly
organised by the Hong Kong Garrison of the Chinese People's Liberation Army, the Concerted
Efforts Resource Centre and the Education Bureau. Through discipline training, military-related
experiences and thematic talks etc., the Summer Camp aims to develop morality and leadership
potential among students, and to foster their endurance, self-discipline, compliance and spirit of
unity.

3. The Summer Camp will be held in Gallipoli Lines (Fanling Barracks). It provides the
opportunity for students to experience the daily life of the Hong Kong Garrison of the Chinese

People's Liberation Army, acquire basic military knowledge and enhance their knowledge of
national defence. Details and application procedures are attached at Annex 1 to Annex 3 (Chinese

version only). The dates and target students for the Summer Camp are as follows:

Date Days Target students

Secondary 1 to 2 (Junior Secondary Summer Camp) and
Secondary 3 to 5 (Senior Secondary Summer Camp)

1 to 10 August 2025 10 days

4. Schools can nominate interested students to participate in the Summer Camp, taking into
consideration the dates and target students provided in paragraph 3 above. There will not be a
limit on the maximum number of nominations. The Organising Committee will conduct
interviews to recruit eligible students for participation. Schools should proactively encourage
students who have not joined any Mainland exchange programmes to participate in at least one
subsidised Mainland exchange programme (MEP) in their secondary stage. Interested schools are
requested to return the completed e-application form(s) by e-mail (militarycamp@edb.gov.hk) to the
Life-wide Learning and Mainland Exchange Section 2 of EDB at or before 5:00 p.m. on 28 March
2025 (Friday). Late submissions will not be accepted.

5. Starting from the 2024/25 school year, schools will receive the latest itinerary information and
application details of MEPs for students via the SMM. During the transitional period, the EDB
will continue to issue individual Circular Memoranda on MEPs and adjust relevant arrangements
based on actual circumstances.
